The Tax and Customs Administration’s tasks form a multi-
coloured palette. Many people still associate the organisation
with the colour blue, traditionally associated with the envelopes
in which millions of tax return forms and income tax assess-
ments are sent every year. Since the organisation sections
Customs and Benefits have essentially different tasks, they
were given their own colours within the Tax and Customs
Administration’s house style: green for Customs and red for
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Benefits. The colours blue, green and red are not only
used for envelopes, forms and other documents, but
also for the Tax and Customs Administration’s Internet
site, in TV commercials and for the interior decoration
of the public areas in tax offices. The FIOD-ECD is
responsible for criminal prosecutions related to the
blue, green and red sections. Other sections are the
Central Office, the four facility services and the Tax
